b. Show the Quarry Commission the same respect and courtesy that you expect to be shown
to you.

c. Limit remarks to three (3) minutes.

NOTE: The Texas Open Meetings Act permits a member of the public or a member of the
governmental body to raise a subject that has not been included in the notice for the meeting.

However, any discussion of the subject must be limited to a proposal to place the subject on
the agenda for a future meeting and any response to a question posed to the Quarry
Commission is limited to either a statement of specific factual information or a recitation of
existing policy. TEX. GOV’T CODE § 551.042.
